1. The student must be at least 15 
years of age and not older than 20. 
The student must be a graduating 
senior who will receive a diploma from 
an accredited high school in New York 
in 2012. The student must be 
accepted for admission to an 
accredited college or university, 
matriculating the following year. 
 
2. Each eligible student must have a 
father, mother, or legal guardian who 
is a full-time active employee, and not 
on disability. Parent or guardian must 
be a member of the police or sheriff’s 
department, or a full-time paid or 
volunteer member of a fire department 
in New York. 
 
3. Each student must submit a fully 
completed application. Failure to 
follow instructions can result in 
disqualification. 
 
4. Students must submit proof of 
enrollment in high school (transcript or 
letter acceptable), proof of acceptance 
to a college or university (letter 
acceptable), and proof of parent’s 
occupation (ID or supervisory letter 
acceptable).

Submission is permission to publish 
any and all essays. Applicants are 
encouraged to make copies.
